Key Questions:

How did geography and climate affect the way various nations lived, including how they obtained food, clothing, shelter, tools, etc?

What were some of the customs and traditions of the native peoples? 

Lesson Overview:

	
After reading and discussing the textbook’s section on the different regions of the U.S. and the native peoples who inhabited those areas, the class will be divided into groups.  Each group will be assigned one of the six regions of 
present day U.S. (Northeast, Southeast, Northwest, Southwest, Plains, and California will be added as a separate region)  Each group will choose one tribe 

of native Americans from their assigned region on which to report.  

They will research the tribe’s way of life, the resources available in that region 

and how they were used, as well as the geography and climate of the region.  

They will be able to explain how the geography and climate of the region affected the tribe’s way of life.  Each group will submit a written and oral report summarizing their research.  Each group will also create a diorama showing a custom or tradition that was important to the native people they researched.

Lesson Content Objective:

Students will learn about various Native American nations and their way of life.

Students will be able to describe the way of life of at least one native nation.

Students will cooperate in groups to research and gain information on native peoples.

Students will be able to reproduce in 3D form one of the native peoples’ customs or traditions.

Engaging Scenario:

After reading and discussing the textbook’s section on the different regions of the U.S., and the native peoples who inhabited those areas, ask “What do you think it would have been like to have been a kid living in one of the tribes of the native peoples back then?”  Have kids imagine what their life would have been like if they had lived back then and then give them the assignment.
Lesson Sequence:

	Students will be placed in small groups of 2-3 per group.  

Each group will choose one native people in their assigned region to research.  
Each group will research the geography and climate of the region, the resources available to the people who lived there, and the way of life of the people 

(i.e. clothes, food, shelter, customs, traditions, etc.)  

Each student will complete a teacher-created worksheet, which outlines the required information that their group needs to research.  
Each group will submit a written report summarizing the information they found in 
their research, as well as give an oral report summarizing the same information.  
Each group will also create a diorama depicting a typical activity or special custom or tradition of the native people.

1.  Give the name of the Native American group.  Does it have more than one name?  What language does the group use?

2.  Where did they live—what region and where in America did they live (present day states)?

3.  Describe the geography and climate of the region (mountains, desert, plains, coast, plateaus, hills, valleys?  Hot, cold, rainy, dry, snowy? What are the temperatures like in winter and summer?)  

4.  What resources did the native people use for homes? Clothes? Food?


What type of homes did they build?  What materials did they use?


What kind of clothes did they wear?  What materials did they use for clothes?


What did they eat?  Did they farm?  Hunt?  Both?

5.  Describe at least 2 customs or traditions or activities that were important to the native people.  Did they have special skills?  Did they weave baskets, make jewelry, weave cloth, make weapons?  Did they trade?  What did they trade?

6.  Make a diorama showing something that was important to the native people.  This can be a typical activity or special custom or tradition.

Exemplary (Exceeds the Standard) 45-50 points:

· All proficient criteria are met, plus:

· Written report gives detailed information that addresses each of the first 5 points of the student worksheet and adds accurate information not required

· Oral report is easily understood and gives detailed information on each of the first 5 points of the student worksheet

· Diorama shows much effort and is fully explained during the oral report

Proficient (Meets the Standard) 40-44 points:

· Written report gives information that addresses each of the first 5 points of the student worksheet

· Oral report gives information on each of the first 5 points of the student worksheet

· Diorama shows the required activity and is explained during the oral report

Progressing (Progressing Toward the Standard) 30-39 points:

· Written report gives information on some of the first 5 points of the student worksheet, but information is not complete and there are errors in grammar and punctuation

· Oral report is not complete

· Diorama shows little effort

· More work needs to be done

Not Yet Meeting the Standard 0-29 points:

· Written report gives information but is not complete and is hard to read

· No oral report given

· Diorama is incomplete

· More work needs to be done
